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Spring is in the air and 2008 is flying past already! This term we shall be learning about St Patrick’s Day, St David’s Day, Mothers Day, weather & seasons, ourselves, Easter and People who help us. So they should keep everyone busy for the term!

Future Plans

We have an exciting time ahead of us, as it has now been approved that we can relocate both the nurseries into the wing of the school (Somers Park Primary). This is set to happen from 1st September and we are busy notifying Ofsted, meeting builders, having fire and H&S checks, publicity etc etc. You should have by now, received a letter about the situation, so if for any reason you haven’t please let me know so I can check your details on our mailing list.

The day to day running of nurseries will hardly be affected at all, and you will see all the same staff, same groups etc. It will be easier to manage as we shall be all under one roof: Paws, Baby Paws and Head Office, it will also be easier for you parents with more than one child with us!

I will keep you posted every step of the way with development updates. Louise is going to act as a “Parent Rep”, as she too has her boys at the nursery, so if you want any of your views etc expressed please let her know and she can take them forward.

I am acting in the best interests of all the children, parents and staff, so if you would like to have a chat about the situation, a tour of the site or any other concerns, please don’t hesitate to contact me.

I am hoping we can engage you all with the publicity of our service, as word of mouth and recommendation is what will make us work. The City Council is only going to subsidise us for a further 3 years and then we need to be self sufficient – so we need your help!

School Leavers – we will be able to accept your children back in the October half term and holidays, so please let us know if you would like to book them in! At the moment this will be the same as our current pricing structure, but a separate structure for this facility will be devised in due course.

Clothes

Please could we ask all parents to return any borrowed clothes from the nursery, as we are running short? Thank you.

T-shirts

Charlotte at Paws still has various sizes of Paws t-shirts for sale for anyone who is interested.

Gate and Doors

Please can I remind everyone to ensure that the gates and doors are closed tightly after you, as the security of the children is of paramount importance and we all need to work together.

Time Keeping

We are going to be tightening up on the late or early charges when booked times are not adhered too. If you need to change your booking please let us know so we can staff accordingly. Unless you are a full day booking, you should only be arriving 5 mins before your booked time and collecting within 5 mins of your collection time, otherwise we are going to be forced to charge £5 for every 10 mins.

Fees

You should have all now received a letter notifying you of the fee increases for April 2008. If you need help working fees out, please don’t hesitate to contact us so tax credits and childcare vouchers can be changed in time.

3&4 Year olds

Please could you help at home to encourage your child’s self help skills, as they are working on this, this term. This means trying to do their own coats, shoes etc.

St Patrick’s Celebrations

Both nurseries will be collecting for the NSPCC on Tuesday 18th March, when we ask you to dress your child in Green and donate a £1 for St Patrick’s day. (St Patrick’s day is the day before, but that is photographer day and we don’t want them all in green for all their photos!!)

Photographer

The photographer will be in Friday 14th March and Monday 17th March. If these are your child’s usual days they will be done anyway, if not please ask at the nursery to book a slot. All siblings welcome too! The photographer has requested that you don’t dress the children in white because they will blend into the background! She is also hoping to take them in bare feet.

Paws Hat & Scarf Box

Please could you remember to use the boxes provided to put hats and scarves into when you drop off and collect from they’re when you pick up. Thank you.

Parking

I need to remind you about parking outside of Paws. There are restrictions outside the nursery for parking, but we have got an agreement for a bit of scope to allow for dropping off and collecting, but time should be kept to a minimum and you should not park on the Zig Zag lines.

Easter Closures

Don’t forget we are closed on Good Friday and Easter Monday – 21st and 24th March.
